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Welcome to the 2018 IUPUI School of Informatics & Computing Entering

Student Survey Report
The Entering Student Survey is a yearly survey administered during the first day of a student’s
orientation. The students are given the link to the survey during a dedicated block of time to
ensure they have enough time to complete the survey. The survey is not required to be filled
out, but it is encouraged as some responses may be used to ensure they get information to
resources to help them succeed in college. Of the 120 School of Informatics and Computing
beginning freshmen direct admits in the 2018 cohort, 67 completed the Entering Student
Survey. That is a response rate of 56%. The total number of Informatics and Computing pre-
major students was too low to report on or do comparative analysis.
